November  6th Meeting Highlights 

 
Our November meeting was one of our busiest yet 
with 66 members and guests attending!  Our Iraqi 
Veteran had a family emergency and was unable to 
appear, but Ron Anderson filled in some of the gap by 
bringing in his flight suit for show and tell.   

Eldon Stamps provided an interesting look at doing 
rust removal by electrolyses.  Elden says he did this 
for years, during his 46 years with the Gas 
Department!  They use the process for product 
protections, to protect pipes, water towers, etc.  But 
the process works just as well to remove rust, grease, 
tar, etc from your Model A parts.  Everything but the 
metal!   

This method works by returning the surface rust to 
metallic iron which cause the rust scale to be 
loosened.  Un-rusted metal is not affected!  Eldon had 
some parts on display that he had cleaned using this 
method, and they looked almost brand new!   

The process uses lye and water (about a tablespoon of 
lye to a gallon of water), a battery charger for the 
current source and a sacrificial anode at least a large 
as the part being cleaned.  This anode should be iron 
or stainless steel.  If you can’t find the lye, baking 
soda should work as well.  It is the current that cleans, 
so don’t fall for the temptation to make the solution 

stronger!  Use a plastic 
tub to hold it all.  Hook the red lead to the anode, the 
black lead to the piece to be clean and make sure the 
parts aren’t touching in the water!  Be sure to make 
connections on the part out of the water so you don’t 
erode your clamps! Be patient and watch – bubbles 
will form, showing the process is working.   

Check it every couple of days, using a wire brush to 
remove the loosened debris until you are satisfied you 
are down to the bare metal.  The process will form a 
black oxide which Elden says is easy to remove.  He 
said that when he did his shock absorbers, they took 
about two weeks in the process.     

Be sure to do this process in a well ventilated area, as 
it produces hydrogen gas which is flammable.  There 
are many websites that discuss this type of cleaning, 
check them out for more detailed information! Or just 
ask Eldon, he’ll be glad to share more info upon 
request!

Twinkling Cranberry Christmas Tree Salads 
Crush 1 pound can Ocean Spray Jellied Cranberry Sauce 
Add ½ cup hot water.  Heat Thoroughly 
Soak 1 envelope gelatin in ¼ cup cold water 5 minutes.  
Add to hot cranberry sauce. 
 
When mixture begins to congeal, fold in 
ground rind and pulp of 1 orange 
1/3 cup diced celery 
1/3 cup chopped nuts 
1/3 cup chopped dates 
¼ teaspoon salt. 
 
Pour into cone shaped paper drinking cups.  Support filled cups in small glasses.  
Chill until firm.  Place on lettuce.  Peel off paper cups.  Trim with bands of 
softened cream cheese tinted a pale green. Makes 6 trees.  (If preferred, Ocean 
Spray whole Cranberry Sauce may be used instead of Jellied Cranberry Sauce.) 

 



 
 
 
 
 
 

Wink’s Tech Tip  –  
Ken Winkinhofer, Tech Advisor 

 

Bakelite was used for several parts of the Model "A" 
Ford, including the distributor rotor and cap, several 
additional elements in the electrical system, the 1930-31 
horn button, and a few other items like the Landau Iron 
spacers from the Sport Coupe and Cabriolet.. For the 
ladies, Bakelite was also used in jewelry of the era! 

Bakelite was one of the first synthetic resins, a 
thermosetting plastic that was resistant to heat, moisture 
and chemicals and noted for its electrical insulation 
properties. It was tough and could be machined and 
accepts a heavy mechanical load.  It is nowadays easily 
counterfeited with the many plastics on the market, but 
there are ways to tell the real deal.   

·  Rub your fingers and hands over the piece until it is 
warm.  It will smell like formaldehyde.  Not all pieces 
will have the same intensity but they should smell. 

·  Run hot water over the piece. The smell should be 
the same.  

·  Bakelite has a clunky sound. Hit two plastic pieces 
together, then two bakelite – You can tell the 
difference.  Bakelite will feel heavier too. 

·  Put 409 (cleaning solution) on a q-tip and touched to 
bakelite, the q-tip will turn yellow.. (This will not harm 
the bakelite.)
