Fashion Cents 
 
The United States Bureau of Labor Statistics did a 
study to determine exactly what the average Ford 
worker did with his $7 a day wage.  One hundred 
typical families were studied.  The following 
excerpt from the August 2, 1930 “Literary Digest” 
is courtesy of www.ahooga.com  

 
"The value of clothing for the 100 wives, 
$59.21 per year, absorbed 3.4 percent of all 
expenditures.  For the wives 44 per cent of their 
clothing expenditures was for outer garments, 26 
percent for footwear, 15 percent for underwear and 
6 per cent for head gear.  From the standpoint of 
replacement of the principal articles of clothing, the 
wife purchased, on an average, a wool coat every 
two and on –half years, three hats every two years, 
a pair of cotton gloves every two years, and a 
corset and brassiere every two years.   “During the 
year she purchased two dresses, four pairs of 
cotton stockings, four pairs of silk or rayon 
stockings, two pairs of shoes, three house dress, 
two petticoats or slips, two pairs of bloomers, a 
nightgown, and a pair of house slippers.  “The 
wife’s wool coat averaged in cost #25.09, the hat 
$2.55, cotton gloves 89 cents, corset $2.63, and 
brassiere 53 cents.  The cotton dress had an 
average cost of $1.74, and the silk or rayon dress 
$7.51, the cotton stockings 35 cents, and the silk or 
rayon stockings $1.00 a pair.  The shoes averaged 
$4.27 for the low and $5.25 for the high shoes, the 
house dress $1.04, the cotton petticoats or slips 76 
cents, and the silk or rayon petticoats or slips 
$1.31.  The cotton bloomers averaged 57 cents 
and the house slippers 98 cents.   
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Research indicates that the original tool kits provided with the Model A included a jack and a 
handle.  Some early jacks were a ratchet type while beginning in 1930, the screw type jack was 
introduced.  The height of these jacks varied from 10.25 inches in 1928 down to 8.5 inches by the 
end of production in 1931.  All jacks appeared to have been painted black. There were a variety of 
jacks provided over the years of production but all Model A jacks had separate handles from the 

main body of the jack, unlike the Model T’s which had screw jacks, with attached handles and the Ford logo.  
Model A jacks did not have the Ford script logo and usually did not have a manufacturer's mark either.  There 
were 4 known manufacturers identified as making jacks for the Model A: - Walker – 1928, Ajax – late 1928 
to mid 1931, Auto Specialty - early 1930 – end of 1931, & Noblitt Sparks – 1931. 

Tech Tip from Wink –  
Ever have problems lining up the bolt  
hole with a castle nut for a carder key?  
Try marking the end of the bolt with a line showing 
the direction the key follows. Use a chisel, hacksaw, 
or file, or a daub of white paint to mark the direction 
of the carter key hole on the end of the bolt. This 
makes lining up the castle nut much easier!
