Wink's Tech Tip — ‘

Some interesting tips regarding vapor lock — framfoiends on the forum at Ahooga.com:

I have four wooden clothespins on the vertical tithe fuel line before it goes to the carb. Thatlebspins draw enough heat from
the line to prevent vapor lock. This may be anwides tail, but | have never had a vapor lock peofl

Switch your gas cap with your radiator cap, youhjgst find your problem there. Only the gas capented

Lower the temperature.. If it doesn't burn the fuell at lower temps a hotter coil and plugs wibnk wonders. | run the Pertronix
epoxy filled, flame thrower coil. This coil makesaticeable boost in power and overall performafoe.12 volt | use the 3 OHM
for 6 volt the 1.5 ohm is best.

There is a vent on the upper casting of the cadatéd kind of behind the idle mixture adjustingese This vents the float bowl.
Perhaps this got painted over or otherwise cloggestif the bowl isn't vented, when the heat ofehgine vaporizes the fuel, the
pressure inside the bowl will prevent fuel fromwiag in. Try running a thin wire down the vent tear this vent opening.

Check your points setting and timing. If the poiate too close gapped it will effect timing. If ttising is retarded or you are
running with the spark lever too far up the quatiiawill cause overheating and excessive manifeldperatures which in turn
will heat up the carburetor and boil the fuel and will get vapor lock.

To be sure you have "Vapor Lock " take a sprayléait plain old water along with you and when tlae acts up spray the fuel
line and carburetor with the spray bottle. Ifiihs ok for awhile then you have "Vapor Lock " TtsaFuel is boiling in the fuel
line and the carburetor ...

Years ago they did NOT have ethanol in the gd&ut today Ethanol lowers the boiling temperaturéhefgas A LOT. This
causes problems in the Model A ... You can't ddtdng about the gas BUT | found that a thin metaéksl between the
Carburetor and the exhaust manifold and enginedctine problem...I made the shield out of thin gaizad 24 gauge sheet metal,
and it works great NO more Vapor Lock !

It could be a defective coil that fails when ihist. Windings could be expanding with heat and tshgout through a faulty area
of insulation. When you stop and shut off the eadghre temperature under the hood goes up. Trylacepent coil and see if that
cures your problem. A defective coil is very hasdietermine as it will be intermittent.

Gas is blended differently for season and locatmu may have gas that vaporizes too easily. Tedggs is expected to be under
high pressure in a fuel injected car, so littloeffs made by refiners to keep volatile fractibtmg& minimum. Try adding a pint of
diesel to a 10 gallon fill up.

Reduce heat transfer to the carb from the manbglchaking a 1/8 thick spacer from bakelite insalatboard or hard temper
masonite.

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Ever get hungry on a long tour? Or get tired of eating out? Or
just looking for a way to save money so you have more for gas
so you can drive your Model A more? Here’'s a way to have a
hot dish ready on your arrival! I'm talking about manifold
cooking!

This type of cooking has been
around since at least the Model
A days and the basic steps are
the same today, with the added
modern convenience of
aluminum foill. The food is
prepared and then triple
wrapped in foil (to prevent
leakage, and any
contamination), and attached to the manifold to cook during
your trip. The use of foil cooking pouches can simplify the
process even more!

There are several ways to secure the food onto the manifold.
The easiest method is to use some baling wire and attach it
directly to the manifold, but if you get serious about this method
of cooking, make a cooking box out of some sheet tin.

Now, what to cook! Anything that just needs reheated is a
cinch, such as QT burritos! With a little more prep work and
longer distances, you can do baked chicken, baked potatoes,
sliced potatoes with a little oil to cook in, baked apples,
vegetables, corn on the cob, etc. Your imagination is the limit!

The most difficult part of this type of cooking is determining
how long to cook/drive to fully cook your handcrafted meal.
Well, each vehicle is different, so play around with it! If just
reheating, % should do it. If cooking, then drive times of 1-4
hours will probably be necessary, depending on the meal.
Here’s a recipe | found to start you off! | plan on printing more
recipes as space permits. Enjoy!

HENRY’'S LADY CABBAGE ROLLS

1 Green Cabbage

% |b ground beef, ¥2 ground pork
1 small onion

1 cup uncooked rice

2 pieces of garlic

Y tsp basil

¥, tsp oregano

2 beef bouillon cubes

2 cans tomato soup
Pinch of chili pepper
Salt and pepper to taste

Separate the cabbage leaves and use the large ones.
Drop these into boiling water for 10 minutes. Remove and
rinse in cold water.

Fry beef and pork in a skillet. Do not drain the fat.

Cook rice with two cups of water with the bouillon cubes.
Combine meat, rice, chopped onions and spices and one
can of tomato soup (don’t add water).

Lay out the cabbage leaves and add some of the mixture
to each leaf, roll up and tuck in the ends, to form a log.

Place each cabbage roll onto the aluminum foil in a
couple of row, forming a log shape. Use a generous
amount of tomato soup to cover the cabbage rolls.

Form the foil into a log shape and seal. Add two more
layers of foil.

Secure the foil wrapped package to the exhaust manifold
with bailing wire.

The cooking time should be about 1 hour or so of driving.

FEED SACK FASHION!

Feedsacks were used for sewing well before the
depression and for many years after, continuing in
popularity into the 50’'s. When the price of cotton
lowered due the influx of synthetic fabrics into the
fashion market, more companies began to use cotton
to package their products. Thrifty women of the age
quickly started using this fabric as for dishtowels,
pillow cases, and even undergarments! When prints
and colors became available, this fabric also became
used for dresses The Feedsack cloth became
lovingly referred to by other names such as “chicken
linen,” or “hen house linen.”

Originally many of these sacks has the brand and
logos printed directly on them, and women had to be
creative to remove this printing. Methods included
soaking in kerosene, or using lye soap. Sometimes
they didn’t bother for the undergarments, and there
are interesting stories about the young girl who
tripped and ended up bottom up with “southern best”
showing to the world! Or the young bride who used
“self rising” flour sacks to make her new husband’s
drawers!

Manufacturers quickly caught on to the popular use
of these fabrics, and soon introduced colors, and
around 1925 started creating colorful prints. Paper
labels also appeared to make it easier to use the
fabric. The companies also put out books on how to
get the most out of your fabric. The larger bags were
made so that the chain stitching could be pulled from
the side seams, and the resulting piece of fabric was
approximately 37" x 43". Three sacks were usually
enough to make a woman'’s dress.

In many cases, the wife or daughters went with their
men to the feed store. That way they could pick out
the print they wanted. The patterns changed
frequently, and often a few extra bags would be
purchased so enough of the same pattern could be
obtained. Women also traded feedsacks in order to
get patterns that matched fabric they already had or

for colors and prints they wanted. 1930 &40 prints

Even though the economy improved during the
1940s it was necessary to conserve because of the need for war
supplies. Using feed sacks for sewing was considered patriotic
and women still enjoyed finding attractive prints on feedsacks.
Today, there is still an active field of collectors for these fabric,
including many quilters who consider these pieces of fabric to be
little bits of treasure from the past!
