The April Road Runner will have all the final detail
involving time, addresses, prices, and all the other
pertinent details, but here’'s a little information about
this upcoming tour just to give you something to look
forward to at the end of this long winter!!

Once a year, officers of Ft. Leavenworth open their
homes for this wonderful event. This year, fifteen
historic homes will be open for display, as well as the
very popular Living History Encampment and Memorial
Chapel. Eight of the homes on this year’s tour were
built in the 1800’s, including the “Custer home” which
is still being used in hosting visiting VIPs.

The United States Bureau of Labor Statistics did a study
to determine exactly what the average Ford worker did
with his $7 a day wage. One hundred typical families
were studied. The following excerpt from the August 2,
1930 “Literary Digest” is courtesy of www.ahooga.com

“The expenditures for clothing are illuminating,
and it may surprise readers to learn that husbands
spent more for this item than did their wives, the
expenditures being $63.59 and 59.21 respectively,
with $87.87 going for children’s clothing.

For an idea of how husband and wife dress, we
borrow from the report: “On an average the
husband appears to buy a felt hat once in about
every two years, a wool suite every two and one-
half years, an overcoat every seven years, and a
sweater or ‘lumberjack’ every three years.

“Five shirts, two ties, two cotton union suits,
fourteen pairs of cotton socks and one pair of silk or
rayon socks, one pair of garters, two pairs of shoes,
two pairs of leather work gloves and nine pairs of
cotton work gloves were purchased by each
husband on the average during the year.

“The men’s felt hats cost on an average $3.68
each, the caps $1.41; the wool suits $27.43;
overcoats, $23.75; cotton shirts $1.14; cotton union
suits, $1.34; cotton socks, 24 cents and silk or
rayon socks 54 cents a pair. High shoes averaged
$4.23 and low shoes averaged $4.56 a pair; leather
work gloves 39 cents, and cotton 21 cents.

The Irish Connection

To many Irishmen’s way of thinking, Ford is an

Irish company with a large American branch. The
Ford-Irish connection goes back to both William
Ford, Henry's grandfather, and his maternal
grandfather Patrick Ahern, were both Irish
immigrants who left Ireland due to the potato
famine. William Ford immigrated to America in

1847, settling in Dearborn Michigan. He bought
land from an old friend, adjacent to Patrick Ahern’

farm. Henry Ford’s father married Patrick Ahern’s
adopted daughter.

In 1917, Henry was already very successful in
America due to the Model T. His family roots
brought him to Ireland where he visited his
grandparent’s ancestral birthplace in Cork. Henry
decided he could help this poverty stricken area by
building a manufacturing plant here. It was during
this visit that he established Henry Ford & Sor. Lt
Originally a private company, in 1920, it became
part of the Ford Motor Company.

The factory built for this venture was the firstilbu

by Ford in the European market. It was designed to
build tractors, but soon, by 1921, it began buidin
Model Ts. However, by 1927, the Model T was
losing the European market due to other
manufactures producing smaller and faster cars and
the fact that the Model T was heavily taxed in
Europe. The Cork plant actually produced the
world’s last Model T in 1928. The new modern
Model A was launched a short time later, also in
1928. By May of 1930 over 7,000 of the 80,000
population of Cork were Ford employees building
Model As.
