Wink’s Tech Tip —
Ken Winkinhofer, Tech Advisor

Squealing Brakes?
Here are some suggestions from the helpful guys on the
ahooga.com forum!

Squealing brakes usually mean loose parts. The lining
grabs, lets go, grabs again, lets go again, etc, and the
chatter of this develops into a higher pitch as the
process repeats itself at a faster and faster rate. Look for
anything loose, including wheel bearings.

Narrow the noise down to one wheel and look for
anything rubbing on those shoes ! A tiny stone , a piece
of metal , a bent shoe edge, or a rivet that sticks up ?

Lightly sanding the brake material or drums won't have
much impact. Use 40 grit paper on the brake material
and sand across the narrow part of the brakes. Use the
same grit paper on the inside of the drum and don't
hesitate to press hard against the drum, the metal won't
sand away. Those deep scratches will go a long way to
eliminating squeaks.

Check to see if the rivets are holding the lining tight to
the shoe, you may be getting some movement there
causing some noise.

Buy a can of "Squeal Medic", spray it on the shoes, and
it works perfectly.

It possible that the metal on the brake shoes are rubbing
on the drum on the EDGES of the shoes, down on the
front part of the drums! You can see this by looking at
the edge of the shoes at the metal part under the lining
or down in the drums. If it is shiny, then it is rubbing
...This is seen especially in the back brakes. That is why
they make the tapered axle shaft shims you see in the
catalog, to move the drum out a tiny bit. ..A front shoe
could rub also if it does not fit correctly or is on wrong ..

Also check to see that all the lug nuts are tight and the
front wheel bearings are just tight enough to eliminate

any play.

No woman’s outfit was complete in the 1920’s and 30’s
without the proper pair of gloves.

Cleaning Kid Gloves .—Kid gloves that are not seriously

discolored or stained with perspiration may be easily

cleaned by immersing in several cleaning baths, as for

garment cleaning, but, if necessary, they may be handled

more vigorously than fabrics. Fig. 11 shows the warm

cleansing fluid bath in which the gloves are first

immersed. Allow them to

remain in this bath a few

hours to loosen the dirt;

then rub between the

hands and scrub with a

stiff brush, as in Figs. 12

and 13, or rub on a small

washboard. Next, rinse

thoroughly and wipe with a soft cloth. If necessary, dry

further with Turkish towels, as in Fig. 14, and put on

glove stretchers. Gloves should not be dried too rapidly,

as this tends to make them stiff, but they may be dried as
much as possible with
towels and then laid in a
warm place to finish
drying. When thoroughly
dry, shape them
carefully and smooth
them with the hands

Now that spring is here and we're all dusting off the cars
for the next outing, it might be a good time to talk
insurance.

Several of the old car magazines that | subscribe to have
recently had articles on the topic, and all have ads for
old car insurance. If you're like me, my Model A is not
my daily driver and sports historic plates. Another
difference between my Model A and my daily driver is its
insurance. Older cars can qualify for much cheaper
“collector car” insurance. There are many companies
that offer such policies as well as some of the regular
auto insurance brands. | have my Model A with one of
the specialized companies, and 3 other old cars with the
same company that insures my daily driver and home.
Both policies offer steep discounts over normal auto
insurance, but come with additional restrictions which
are important to remember.

The State of Missouri imposes limits on cars
with historic plates. Cars may be driven unlimited
mileage to club meets, educational events, and repair
facilities but pleasure driving is limited to 1,000 miles
annually. Missouri also requires a mileage log book be
kept with the car.

Collector car insurance companies offer lower rates
because of the understanding that our cars will not be
exposed to same risks as the daily driver subjected to
the interstate full of commuters. Many policies have
mileage restrictions as well, even for drivers who don't
have historic plates on their cars, but there are also
usage restrictions that we as drivers need to be
cognizant of as we plan our trips. Using our old cars for
certain trips can put our coverage in jeopardy should we
be the victim of an unfortunate accident.

A trip to the club meet is a fine use of your car,
but what if you take the car up the neighborhood for
groceries on a sunny day? This would be considered
an inappropriate use by your insurance company since
you would be using your collector car in lieu of your
regular car. A stop for a gallon of antifreeze on the way
home from a club meet would be okay because the
purpose of the trip was the club meet, as is driving our
cars to the Wednesday morning breakfasts or Saturday
ice creams. The purpose of the trip is what defines its
acceptability. Taking friends to dinner in the rumble seat
would still be considered a pleasure trip, but renting the
car out for a wedding would be in violation.

So take advantage of the low rates available by collector
car insurance but remember to review your policy
carefully and compare rates and mileage limits. With the
lower rates come restrictions that we as drivers need to
remember or that trip to the hardware store in the Model A
which results in damage to the car could be doubly painful
if you find your insurance company denying your claim.
