completed in December 2004 to 
showroom condition. I am selling this 
vehicle for a friend who has owned 
and enjoyed it since 1963.  He hates 
to part with it, but due to his  age, the 
car needs a new home.  This beauty 
spends its time covered in a cool, dry garage.  Since 
restoration, this car has never seen inclement weather.  
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To adjust the generator charging rate in the “powerhouse 
generator”, remove the generator field brush cover and 
loosen the field brush holder screw. There is only one, the 
other holders are riveted and not movable.  To increase 
charge, turn the lock screw in the direction of rotation, to 
decrease, turn away from rotation. See page 209 in the 
Service Bulletins. 

To adjust the charging rate in the “long type” generator, the 
most common type, loosen the generator band screw and 
slide the band away to uncover the access openings in the 
side of the generator.  Locate the “movable third brush 
holder”.  There is only one, the other two do not move.  To 
increase the charge rate shift the brush in the direction of 
rotation.  To decrease move the brush in the opposite 
direction of rotation. See page 345 in the Service Bulletins. 

With both type of generators the charging rate will depend 
on the type of driving you do.  The suggested charging 
rates are as follows: 

·  Occasional driving – 10 amps 

·  Moderate driving, every other day or so – 6 amps 

·  Daily summer driving – 3 amps 

·  Extended nighttime driving – 10 amps or more.   

Make the ammeter shows between zero and + 3 amps with the 
lights on at 1000 rpm.  Be sure to return the brush setting back 
to the normal position during daylight.   

Excessive overcharging can damage both the battery and 
the generator.

1929 WOMEN'S HATS 
Popular hat styles seen were the Elephant Ear style; where the hat extends to the side of the face. 
Skull style, hat fits snugly to the head and the Eyebrow style, where the hat extends down to just 
above the eyebrow depth on the forehead. Styles were still with close fitted crowns, included the 
popular close fitted cloche, with others named Dutch cap; Fisherman which had a longer back; Sou-
wester, (which was very similar to the Fisherman style, both had turn back brims in front with a longer 
back). Earlap, Eyebrow, Vagabond (had an all around drooping brim); close fitted skull cap. Pokes 
with wide brims were seen in both warm and cold weather hats. 
Hats suitable for a tweed suit or frock worn for street or shopping was a fashioned 
felt or poke shaped small brim. Often something on the hat, especially if 
personally constructed, matched the suit or frock. For example, the brim could be 

underlined with the silk of the same material or color of the dress or suit. 
Evening caps were seen, they were close fitted. Lace, satin or other rich material often trimmed with 
beads. 

Popular in the spring were soft gray felt cloches, plain or prints some seen with a small geometric figures 
for accent. Hats were often brimless over the eyes, if there were brims in front they were turned up, close 
to the crown. The little close-fitting hats, the snugger the better appeared to be the most popular at this 
point in time. Sports attire was seen with a beret always placed at the correct jaunty angle over the 
eyebrows. More often than not the hat would be in some way Asymmetrical. 
Afternoon hats often carried out the color scheme which was introduced as trimming the shade chosen for 
facing or vest.  

Felt continued to be the most popular material in hats. The ensemble was the prominent style and special attention was 
paid to matching shoes and bag not only in color but also material and often the same color carried to the hats and 
gloves.

Manifold Chicken Wings! 
 
18 chicken wings 1/2 cup ketchup 
1 tbsp molasses (optional)  1 cup red wine vinegar 
1-2 tsp red pepper flakes 4-6 minced jalapenos 
3 cloves garlic 1 tbsp honey (optional) 
1 tbsp oregano 1 tsp brown sugar (optional) 
Pinch of salt Fresh black pepper (optional) 
Splash of Tabasco Chipotle sauce (optional) 
Splash of Worcestershire sauce (optional) 

 
 
 
Blend together all of the ingredients (except wings) and pour 
over chicken wings. Cover tightly in the fridge for at least 24 
hours. Drain wings (save the marinade) and divide into three 
foil packages. Brush with marinade, then triple-wrap each 
package tightly and place on medium-hot part of the engine. 
For well done chicken, approximately 200 miles, or around 3 
1/2 hours.
