completed in December 2004 to 
showroom condition. I am selling 
this vehicle for a friend who has 
owned and enjoyed it since 1963.  
He hates to part with it, but due to 
his  age, the car needs a new 
home.  This beauty spends its time covered in a cool, 
dry garage.  Since restoration, this car has never seen 
inclement weather.  
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Since they are now adding ethanol to gasoline the 
ethanol lowers the boiling point of gas a lot.  On very hot 
days or at high altitudes gas can boil in the fuel likes and 
carburetor causing vapor lock. 

If your car acts up or quits for no apparent reason on 
very hot days or at high altitude try cooling the gas line 
with some water from a spray bottle or rubbing an ice 
cube from your ice chest on the lines.  If the car starts 
running OK again you experienced vapor lock. 

To keep the fuel flowing try to shield the line from the 
heat of exhaust manifold.  Some people wrap the line 
with aluminum foil to reflect the heat and to act as a heat 
sink.  Others attach spring-loaded clips of one sort or 
another to act as heat sinks. 

If anyone has a good idea of other ways to protect the 
fuel from boiling in the lines please share it with us.

First Model A

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Cosmetics or make-up, which ever 
term you are most comfortable with, 
were not widely used or seen in the 
years prior to the Model A era. When 
the young ladies began applying it, 
many men as well as some women 
were not too happy about it, most of 
these being parents. Many thought 
that the wild youth had really gone 
astray. As the years went on and the 
younger became the older, the use of 
cosmetics was generally accepted by 
most all. 

A variety of cosmetic suppliers were used during the 
Model A era. Coty products were very predominate in 
advertising in many of the woman’s magazines, Armand, 
Vivaudou, Tangee, Mavis, Tre Jur to name only a few, 

later in the era Estee Lauder and 
Elizabeth Arden, two very popular 
cosmetic suppliers today. As 
make-up became more widely 
accepted through the era many 
more cosmetic suppliers came 
forward and color as well as shade 
choices became more suitable to 
the different skin tones. 

 

As with the clothing fashion, there was 
a decided change going about in the 
use of and application of make-up 
between 1928 and 1931 with the latter 
two years giving many more choices 
and how to tips. 

1928 color choices for lipstick had red tones. Shades 
from light to dark and all shades very bright. As the 
years progressed so did the knowledge that there was a 
variety of hair shades and skin types. By the end of 1931 
each hair and skin type could pick the make-up best 
suited to their types. Surprisingly you can use the same 
type of shading and application that you use in your 
make-up today. 

Cosmetics used through out the era included face 
powder, rouge, lipstick, eyelash and eyebrow mascara, 
that being applied with brushes or pencil. Eye shadows 
and foundation came into use about 1929 found in 
cream form, used very sparingly.

Wink’s Tech Tip  –

Front End Shimmy? 

Here are some suggestions from the helpful guys on the 
ahooga.com forum! 

 

The wheels need to be installed on the axle "snugly." 
That's a scientific term that means the bearings aren't 
under any drag and the wheel doesn't rock side to side 
on the axle.  

Check the radius rod ball for looseness; check the 
steering worm gear for correct adjustment. Also, see if 
the pitman arm is loose either at the sector shaft or in 
the frame. Any looseness in any part of the steering 
geometry will contribute to shimmy.  

Check the toe in. Begin at the steering gear box and 
proceed through all the joints to the wheels. Eliminate all 
looseness. They didn't shimmy when they were new.  

Tighten drag link and tie rod ends to 16 inch-pounds. If 
the caps screw in so far to meet this spec that the cotter 
pin is no longer in the cap slot, they are worn out, and 
must be rebuilt to obtain proper steering.  

Make sure you don't have the after market rubber ball on 
the radius ball on the wishbone, with the after market 
caps. This poorly designed product, lowers the wish 
bone, which messes up the camber of the front wheels. 
It will make your front wheel Camber to far foreword of 
center.  

I tightened and adjusted everything suggested by the 
guys here on the board. It all needed done and helped a 
little but I still had a shimmy. It was not until I adjusted 
the toe in absolutely correctly that it went away. The toe 
in is only 1/16 of an inch, with only +/- 1/32. Use the 
chalk method and measure carefully. (Raise the front 
tires off the ground run a wide chalk line around each, 
then spin and use a nail to mark a line in the chalk.  
Mark a spot on each tire and measure with it in the front, 
then in the back, the same distance off the ground.  
Continue until the front is 1/16 less than the rear 
measurement).  

Regarding the Drag Link ends and Tie Rod ends, clean 
the threads of the End Plugs, Tie Rod, and Drag Link, to 
ensure there is no drag when turning in the plugs into 
the ends.  

Use a micrometer to check the roundness of the ball 
joints.  An egg shaped joint can cause drag turning to 
shimmy.
